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4.5 Location 17 
 

Billboard 17 is to be located in the southwest portion of the study area, south of the 
Burrard Bridge.  Buried industrial remains were observed from 20 cm to more than 3 m BS.  
Debris consists of pipes and concrete foundations associated with an abandoned septic/sump 
system and municipal infrastructure.    Excavations at this location did not encounter any intact 
natural sediments.  No archaeological or cultural heritage resources were identified in this 
location. 
 

To avoid buried infrastructure identified in the course of this study, location 17 will be 
shifted 9.0 m to the east-northeast.

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5.0 IMPACT ASSESSMENT 
 

No archaeological or cultural heritage resources were identified in the study area.  
Therefore, no impacts to archaeological or cultural heritage resources are foreseen in any 
of the proposed development locations included in this study. 
 

In all cases, surface organic sediments and mineral soil (and any associated 
anthropogenic palaeosols) have been completely removed; the terrain razed down to fluvial and 
marine clays and glacial or glacio-fluvial deposits.  Abundant imported fill has been loaded 
directly atop these sterile clay sediments.  As a result, the potential for intact archaeological 
deposits across the study area is virtually nil. 
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6.0 RECOMMENDATIONS 
 

No archaeological or cultural heritage resources were identified in conflict with the 
proposed billboard sign development in these locations.  However, we are aware that 
construction constraints may require three of the billboard locations to be adjusted slightly to 
accommodate previously existing infrastructure.  Moreover, redesign of the project since the 
completion of our AIA fieldwork has seen a significant increase in the sizes of the proposed 
billboard footings. 

 
We recommend that the development proceed as planned, provided that: 
 

• Excavation of all billboard footings and installation of associated power poles is 
monitored by a qualified archaeologist assisted by a member of the Squamish Nation, 
and provided that the monitoring archaeologist can halt construction work in the event 
that unanticipated archaeological materials are encountered; and 

 
• Additional sign locations are not pursued without the prior consultation of a qualified 

archaeologist, except for minor adjustments in location within 10 m of the original 
locations assessed in this study. 

 
 Additional fieldwork may be required if development plans are significantly altered to 
include additional sign locations or if alternative locations are subsequently chosen. 
 
6.1 Closing Remarks
